DAVID COX








ILLUSTRATOR OF THE SCREAMING MEAN MACHINE

Born in Goondiwindi, Queensland, Australia, David Cox was raised on sheep and cattle stations, where he learnt to ride at the age of three.

After leaving school, he used his horse skills to break in horses on large cattle and sheep stations, while at the same time trying to improve his drawing.

1964 was a great year for David - not only did he win the Bullock Riding Championship at Eromanga but he went to England and enrolled at St Martin’s School of Art in London.

For many years he  was content to do any sort of work while he sketched. David’s first illustration commission was with Puffin Books. He then decided the best way to get his pictures published was to write his own book. Elizabethan Magazine published his first story with illustrations. This story was later published in Braille and his next six stories also became radio broadcast stories.

After eight years overseas David returned to Australia and became an artist in the newspaper business,  receiving the Walkley Award for illustration in 1978.

David’s books Tin Lizzie and Little Nell and Ayu and the Perfect Moon were commended in the Children’s Book Council of Australia’s Picture Book of the Year awards in 1983 and 1985 respectively. Bossyboots (1985) was a winner of the prestigious USA Parents’ Choice Magazine award.

In 1993 David illustrated The Screaming Mean Machine written by Joy Cowley which looks at overcoming fear.

David now works as a full time book illustrator in from his own studio.
