Born in Canada in 1943 Elizabeth came to New Zealand two years later, after her father died and her mother wanted to return to her homeland. Elizabeth went to a number of schools in the Dunedin area before completing her 6th Form English through the NZ Correspondence School and much later a Writing Theory & Practice course at Massey University.

Now a full-time writer Elizabeth has run her own business selling toys and rag dolls, been a traveller, a typist and a nanny. 

Elizabeth had always known she wanted to be a writer. At primary school she would write stories and plays instead of sewing. However, at the end of one particular year she was caught out. She was told she had to model her shortie pyjamas, and hers weren’t even half finished!

In high school Elizabeth was summoned to see the Headmistress. Trembling with fear she tried to think what she had done. When she was told that the story she had written for an exam was so good that the headmistress wanted to publish it in the school magazine, Elizabeth’s feet didn't touch the ground for days.

Years later she saw that a school in Dunedin was running a Creative Writing Class in the evening. It took a lot of persuading and encouragement from her husband to get Elizabeth to go but she now says it was the best thing she ever did, and looking back she thinks she was reluctant to go in case she failed at the one thing she prized above all else.

Elizabeth’s advice to aspiring young authors is “Read and read and read. Write and write and write!”
