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Dino-Mite Paper Plate Craft

Directions:
1. Fold a paper plate in half.
2. �Cut the textured rim off a second paper plate. Cut the textured rim into triangles, creating spines.
3. Cut a dinosaur head and tail out of the remainder of the paper plate.
4. �Glue the head, tail, and triangular spines to the inside of the folded plate. Glue or staple the folded 

plate closed.
5. �Cut a toilet paper roll core in half. Cut grooves in the tops of each core half. Insert the paper plate 

dinosaur into the grooves, creating a legs base. Tape or glue the cores to the plate.
6. Paint the dinosaur and allow to dry.
7. Glue googly eyes to the dinosaur head.
